beech), 2 - 3 x primed with ADLER PUR-Spritzfiller 25513 ff,
ADLER PUR-Isofill 25506 or ADLER PUR-Ecofill 25501.
Intermediate sanding with grit size 280 - 360

c) MDF boards, pre-insulated with ADLER DD-Isoliergrund
25103 or ADLER Legnopur 26211 ff, 2 - 3 x primed using
ADLER PUR-Spritzfuller 25513 ff, ADLER PUR-Isofill 25506
or ADLER PUR-Ecofill 25501. Intermediate sanding with grit
size 280 - 360

Alternatively, ADLER PUR-Isofill 25506 or ADLER PUR-Ecofill
25501 can be used directly on MDF boards of good quality and with
a high moulded density (e.g. on 19-mm boards greater than 700
kg/ms3) without pre-insulation.
